2004 Block Collection, Walking Tree Vineyard, Cabernet Sauvignon,
Alexander Valley

A dense ruby color, this sumptuous Cabernet explodes with expressive aromas of black cherry,
mocha and a hint of white pepper. Aging in French oak barrels has softened the otherwise
firm tannins and introduces hints of toast and vanilla on the palate. Luscious blueberry and
blackberry flavors are refined and perfectly balanced by a spiciness that lingers on a long and
elegant finish..

2005 Block Collection, Ascentia Vineyard, Cabernet Sauvignon,
Alexander Valley

A deep brooding wine that shows typical Ascentia Vineyard characteristics of red cherry, cedar and
cigar box, freshly tilled earth and spice. The palate is rich and juicy, supported by a framework of
cedar oak and fine tannins. Give the wine time to breathe and the tannins broaden out and the
palate reveals new nuances of spice and blackberry.

2007 Block Collection, Hoffman Ranch, Malbec,
Alexander Valley

The 2007 vintage was a stunning year for Alexander Valley Malbec and our wine from the vintage
could quite possibly be one of the best we have ever made. The color is an incredible blue hued bright
crimson. The nose opens with vivid notes of raspberry, blueberry, and pomegranate with accents of
allspice and mocha. The red fruits, oak, and tannins combine to form a lush, multilayered texture
of uncommon depth of flavor on the palate. Further bottle maturation will result in additional
marrying of the components.
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
