Founded in 1880 by Augustus Quitzow, Geyser Peak winery has had a long history of pioneering innovation in winemaking. From these earliest days, Geyser Peak has been at the forefront of quality wine production and today is one of the most award-winning wineries in Sonoma County, having been named “Winery of the Year” by Wine & Spirits magazine an unprecedented 8 times since 1993. 

Geyser Peak’s commitment to passionate winemaking is evident in its fruit-forward, food-friendly wines that consistently garner praise from the press and trade. Much passion and care go into the growing of its grapes, sourced from prime vineyards in the Russian River and Alexander Valleys of Sonoma County. Particularly renowned for their aromatic Russian River white wines and their rich Alexander Valley reds, Geyser Peak offers stylistically distinctive varietals, an easy going attitude and exceptional wines, with Sauvignon Blanc and Cabernet Sauvignon as the centerpieces of its portfolio.

Perched on a hillside across from Geyser Peak Mountain, Geyser Peak winery is focused on capturing the essence of Russian River and Alexander Valley terroir. With this vision in mind, Geyser Peak wines are crafted from small lots that are fermented separately and then blended to achieve expressive wines of balance and character. 
Varietal Wines:
Known for outstanding quality and value, varietal wines are made from grapes sourced primarily in Alexander Valley and showcase the Valley’s unique growing conditions. 
Wines include: Sauvignon Blanc, Chardonnay, Merlot and a superb Alexander Valley Cabernet Sauvignon.

Block Collection Wines:
Launched this year, the Block Collection wines are an expression of the unique growing conditions that exist within a handful of vineyards that consistently produce outstanding wines. Each Block Wine reflects the terroir-driven qualities of unique vineyard sites within some of Sonoma County’s finest appellations. They are made in limited quantities with minimal intervention so the distinctiveness of each region is revealed.
Wines include: Sauvignon Blanc, Chardonnay and Cabernet Sauvignon.

Reserve Wines:
Elegant expression of sumptuous varietal character and boldly expressive wines. 
Wines include: Alexandre Meritage and Cabernet Sauvignon.
